What does School Improvement mean?
· A school is identified for improvement after it has not made AYP for two consecutive years.

· Schools in improvement will be in one of two groups, depending on the extent to which the school needs to improve – Focused improvement schools did not make AYP in a few areas, Comprehensive improvement schools did not make AYP in many areas.

· The levels of support for and the requirements from the IDOE are different for focused and for comprehensive schools. Designed to target resources based on the level of need, this approach for supporting schools is called the Differentiated Accountability Model and has been approved by the U.S. Department of Education.

· Our school is identified for Year 1, Focused Improvement.

What is Imagine Schools on Braodway doing to address my student’s needs?
· We will develop a school improvement plan which will meet the need of all our students.
· We will use district and state resources to provide additional training for teachers and will offer after school tutoring.

· Parents will have the option to transfer their child to another school or enroll him/her in free tutoring services.

What can parents do?
· Be sure your child attends school every day and arrives on time.

· Volunteer in your child’s classroom. Attend parent meetings and family nights.

· Help with reviewing our Title 1 parent policy and compact, as well as our school improvement plan.

Free Tutoring

· Your child is eligible if he/she receives free/reduced price lunch and did not pass ISTEP+ (or other measure of academic success such as DIBELs)

· Tutoring may take place after school, on weekends, or during the summer. It may occur at our building or at a tutoring site.
· Imagine Schools on Broadway will do a separate mailing for students who are eligible for SES, which will include all of the SES information including a list of approved tutoring providers and enrollment forms. This information will be sent out later in October 2011.
